This corporation's primary means of accomplishing its goals is by successfully
implementing its year-round “Healthy Share” subscription service, which
makes locally grown and organic food readily available and affordable, and
provides fair prices to sustainable food producers.

The following is a description of how we believe we succeeded in achieving the goals of our
specific public benefit purpose:

* Successfully completed our fourth year of continuous service, making weekly
deliveries of fresh produce that provide the variety of nutrients recommended
by the national Dietary Guidelines.



* Demonstrated that Minnesota con sumers can adhere to the Dietary

Guidelines while so urcing the majority of their food locally, despite the
region's relatively short growing season; 69.7% of the food delivered to
Healthy Share subscribers in 2022 was sourced from local farms.

* Created new economic opportunities for 25 small, sustainable food producers
and a co-operatively owned organic food distributor.

* Encouraged healthy eating patterns by providing customers with the variety
of fresh produce recommended by the national Dietary Guidelines.

* Completed second year of service to Prairie Island Indian Community,
increasing access to nutritious foods for community members.

* Piloted a program where Healthy Share donates one subscription to local
food-insecure families for every 10 paid subscriptions. This pilot was
successfully carried out with the assistance of Prairie Island Indian
Community. Plans are underway to fully implement the free subscription plan
in 2024.

The following is a description of what prevented us from achieving the specific public
benefit purpose, to the extent we did not create the specific public benefit in this reporting
year:

* Healthy Share GBC experienced its fourth straight year of growth in 2023.
The primary obstacle Healthy Share GBC continues to face at this point is
raising awareness of its service and the benefits it provides in order to expand
its customer base.
