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KinoSol became a Specific Benefit Corporation on September 1, 201 5. A Specific
Benefit Corporation is a legal entity that enables a socially and environmentally
committed com-pany to write those values into its charter and articles of incorporation.
KinoSol's specific benefit purpose, as it appears in our articles and bylaws:

To help subsistence farmers reduce post-harvest loss.

Food losses are estimated to be 1/3 of all food produced globally. Post-harvest loss is
food loss, which occurs before the food reaches market or a consumer’s plate. In devel-
oping countries, post-harvest loss can be as high as 60 percent of food produced. This
loss occurs during harvest, processing, and storing processes in the food vaiue chain,
significantly impacting subsistence farmers.

Improvements in preservation techniques and storage could reduce losses, increase
~ food availability, and improve the quality of health worldwide. Dehydration is an easy
 and inexpensive way to avoid post-harvest loss, especially using solar dehydrators.

The KinoSol dehydrator is a solar-powered
food dehydrator, with Mylar food storage
bags.

KinoSol dehydrators allow families to
preserve food that would otherwise be
wasted, provid-ing a nutritious food supply in
months of no harvest. Users are also able to -
create

micro-businesses through selling dehydrated

outputs, and generating an additional revenue
stream.
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KinoSol made some progress in 2020 and looks forward to expanding on these
achievements in 2021.




To pursue the specific benefit purpose, KinoSol conducted the following activities in 2020

Many of our activities were limited and restricted due to COVID 19 and lock downs
in rural communities. Most of our operations were put on pause for 2020.

. Launch Impact: In March of 2020, we launched an online platform where we could
provide resources to our college partners, their students, and community members
throughout Uganda, so they could continue to develop entrepreneurial skill from the
safety of their own home. We had participants from over 11 countries take part in our
online courses, and trained over 50 social entrepreneurs.

. Social Impact Partnership Program: Many of KinoSol's partnerships with College
and Universities had to be put on pause due to COVID 19. Travel restrictions prevented
opportunities to conduct trips to Uganda.

. Community Training Sessions: Over 10 community training sessions were held in
2020, by the KinoSol team and our partners in Uganda and Tanzania. This number is
limited due to COVID 19 impacts and the restrictions many of our community partners
faced due to lock downs,
