Since 2013, our company has been part of 260 events with 38,983 attendees in partnership with more
than 80 clients, donated nearly $325,000 of in-kind and cash contributions, directed nearly $3.2M worth of
business toward other LGBGTQ-, women-, and BIPOC-owned companies, and supported the efforts of
raising over $1.95M for charitable organizations to achieve their important missions!

We continue to struggle with
adequate cashflow, due to timing of payments, increased costs of daing business, and higher costs of
healthcare.
